CBS NEWS - Dozens Killed In Escalating Gaza Attacks - Exiled Hamas Leader Calls Israel's Attacks In Which Civilians Are 
Killed "The Real Holocaust"- GAZA CITY, Gaza Strip, Saturday, March 1st, 2008 - (AP) Israeli troops turned heavy firepower 
on rocket squads bombarding southern Israel Saturday, killing 54 Palestinians in the deadliest day in Gaza since the current 
round of fighting erupted in 2000. While expressing regret for civilian casualties, Israeli Defense Minister Ehud Barak blamed 
"Hamas and those firing rockets at Israel," his office said in a statement, pledging to continue the offensive to protect Israeli 
towns and cities. …Hamas remained defiant and vowed to retaliate. In Syria, exiled Hamas leader Khaled Mashaal described 
Israeli attacks against civilians in Gaza as "the real Holocaust." "If (Israeli officials) decided stupidly to invade Gaza, we will 
fight them with God's help," Mashaal told reporters from his base in Damascus. "We will fight them like lions."
