
Mid-East Prophecy Update – February 28th, 2010 
- Every week, we set aside a few minutes on Sunday mornings to look at Bible prophecy

- We believe that what’s happening in the world today is a fulfillment of those Bible Prophecies.  

 

- We look primarily at events in the Middle East, specifically related to Israel because, as it’s been said; “Israel is God’s prophetic clock.” 
 

- Needless to say, we’re coming off of a very interesting weekend having just been spared of what could have been a massive Tsunami. 
- This earthquake in Chile was one the most powerful earthquakes ever recorded in history, which then resulted in the Tsunami warnings. 
- What’s so interesting is that these major earthquakes are seemingly increasing in various places both in their frequency and intensity. 
 

- On the heels of the Haiti Earthquake, in the last three days we’ve had three major earthquakes in Japan, Chile, and then Argentina.  
- According to the USGS website, as of yesterday, Saturday, February 27th, there had been 239 Earthquakes just in the past 7 Days. 
- This really shouldn’t come as a shock, (no pun intended), because Jesus said that this would happen just prior to “the end of the world.” 
 

Matthew 24:3-8  3 As Jesus was sitting on the Mount of Olives, the disciples came to him privately. "Tell us," they said, "when will this 
happen, and what will be the sign of your coming and of the end of the age?"  4 Jesus answered: "Watch out that no one deceives you. 5 
For many will come in my name, claiming, 'I am the Christ,' and will deceive many. 6 You will hear of wars and rumors of wars, but see to 
it that you are not alarmed. Such things must happen, but the end is still to come. 7 Nation will rise against nation, and kingdom against 
kingdom. There will be famines and earthquakes in various places. 8 All these are the beginning of birth pains. NIV 
 

- It’s believe that Jesus not only describes earthquakes as being a sign of His soon return, but He also describes tsunamis that follow.  
 

Luke 21:25-28  25 "There will be signs in the sun, moon and stars. On the earth, nations will be in anguish and perplexity at the roaring 
and tossing of the sea. 26 Men will faint from terror, apprehensive of what is coming on the world, for the heavenly bodies will be shaken. 
27 At that time they will see the Son of Man coming in a cloud with power and great glory. 28 When these things begin to take place, 
stand up and lift up your heads, because your redemption is drawing near."  NIV 
 

- It seems that Jesus is describes events like “the roaring and tossing of the sea,” as “coming upon the world” prior to His second coming. 
- What makes this so exciting is that; “when these things begin to take place,” we’re to look up “because our redemption draws near.” 
 

- Be that as it may, for today I had planned something else for our prophecy update because February 28th is a holiday called Purim. 
- Some of you may be asking; what is Purim, it’s not a holiday on my calendar! Well, it most certainly is a holiday on God’s calendar.   
- Purim is a celebration of God delivering Israel from the hands of the Iranian’s, though then they were known to be in the area of Persia.

Esther 9:26-32  26(Therefore these days were called Purim, from the word pur.) Because of everything written in this letter and because 
of what they had seen and what had happened to them, 27 the Jews took it upon themselves to establish the custom that they and their 
descendants and all who join them should without fail observe these two days every year, in the way prescribed and at the time 
appointed. 28 These days should be remembered and observed in every generation by every family, and in every province and in every 
city. And these days of Purim should never cease to be celebrated by the Jews, nor should the memory of them die out among their 
descendants. 29 So Queen Esther, daughter of Abihail, along with Mordecai the Jew, wrote with full authority to confirm this second letter 
concerning Purim. 30 And Mordecai sent letters to all the Jews in the 127 provinces of the kingdom of Xerxes-words of goodwill and 
assurance- 31 to establish these days of Purim at their designated times, as Mordecai the Jew and Queen Esther had decreed for them, 
and as they had established for themselves and their descendants in regard to their times of fasting and lamentation. 32 Esther's decree 
confirmed these regulations about Purim, and it was written down in the records. NIV 
  

- While the practical applications and lessons from the book of Esther are many, I don’t intend to do a study of this most amazing book.  
- However, I do want to quickly connect the dot between Bible History and Bible Prophecy, related to the Feast of Purim then and now.
